In the last Memorandum that I had the honor of sending on December 6, 1816 to the Congregation of Bishops and Regulars, I was particularly concerned with justifying our title of Zealots. I did not quote the Litany of the Holy Name of Jesus, nor that of the divine childhood, litanies in use in the whole Christian world and in which our divine Savior is called the Zealot of souls, Infant zealot for the glory of his Father, zelator animarum, infans gloriae Patris zelator, because I was attempting not so much to show that the title is appropriate for the Son of God but that it is also given to the faithful.
I could have also added that under that name not only have we endured the burden and heat of the day during twenty two years of troubles and tumult but that we were also known under that title across a large part of France. 
Lastly, it is as Zealatrices that our Sisters have recently invited all Christians to unite in prayer with them to appease the anger of God and call down his mercy on the Church and State.

However it should not be surprising that we have not added our name to that of our sisters in the material published on that occasion. Up to this point the many occupations of the Zealots have not allowed them to establish perpetual adoration. Our brother Hilarion already had made that observation in his first memoir dated September 7, 1814.
I do not think that the title Perpetual Adorers of the Sacred Heart of Jesus in the Most Blessed Sacrament of the Altar could present the least difficulty. It explains in a special way both our consecration to the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the homage rendered him day and night in the august Sacrament of the Eucharist to expiate the ingratitude and malice of men.
Even before the Revolution, there was a religious community dedicated to the perpetual adoration of the Sacred Heart of Jesus.
In 1779, the Sisters of Sainte Aure, on rue Neuve Saint Genevieve in Paris, resolved to establish perpetual Adoration of the Sacred Heart in their Church.  On June 30, Msgr. De Beaumont, Archbishop of Paris authorized them to do that. That prelate, more illustrious by reason of his apostolic virtues and his unshakable firmness in defense of the faith than by reason of the dignity of his See, approved their plan. He said “I am, one could not be more edified by their fervor and zeal to use all the means that Religion gives to nourish solid piety and aim at religious perfection.” 

Such an approbation given to the adorers of the Sacred Heart of Jesus by a venerable Pontiff doubtlessly is a weighty reason to justify this name.

Strengthened by that permission, the Religious of Ste. Aure consecrated themselves to perpetual adoration of the Sacred Heart of Jesus day and night on July 1, 1779. On July 6 the act was signed by the fifty sisters making up that community.
After that, the Adorers of the Sacred Heart of Jesus asked His Holiness Pius VI, of happy memory, for several indulgences which were granted to them in perpetuity by a Brief of April 23, 1785.

Msgr. de Juigné, Msgr. de Beaumont’s successor, allowed the execution of that apostolic Brief in his diocese on May 27 of the same year.

Unfortunately such a beautiful institution was destroyed, as were many others, by the impure breeze of impiety. The Revolution dispersed the Adorers of Ste. Aure and that pious community no longer exists. 
We are striving toward the same goal. For the last twenty-two years our sisters have practiced what was done at Ste. Aure for only thirteen years. They practice it, not only in one house, but in eighteen different houses. They hope to extend this pious exercise to other places, as they have already been asked to make six new foundations. Their number is always increasing.
We ourselves are confident that very soon we will also be able to join Perpetual Adoration of the Heart of Jesus to our apostolic work. At present only the house in Paris has 21 professed brothers and 17 novices. Several postulants will soon be moving on to the novitiate.

May we think and even state that those who come after us will without doubt attach great value to the name which was adopted from the beginning of the Institute. This name will remind them, if not of the zeal and the courage of those who formed this pious enterprise in the midst of the horrors of the Revolution, at least of the merciful goodness of that adorable Providence that preserved us in the midst of all perils and which still always gives us consoling proof of its divine protection.
I pray the Congregation of Bishops and Regulars to kindly take into consideration all these reasons.

The Most Eminent Cardinals, members of that Congregation, can count not only on our gratitude and our prayers, but even more on the gratitude of all those who will carry the name of Zealots and Zealatrices of the Love of the Sacred Hearts of Jesus and Mary, perpetual Adorers of the Sacred Heart of Jesus in the Most Blessed Sacrament of the Altar.
